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Phonics in Hedgehog Class

Phonics means using letter sounds to help you read words.
Most schools in the UK now teach reading through phonics. The reason phonics is so widely used is that research shows it works! That is why the official school curriculum says that children need to be taught to read using a systematic phonics system.

In Hedgehog Class phonics is part of every day. We teach differing levels to EYFS and Year 1.
EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage) Phase 2 Phonics

Two days are spent revising sounds previously taught as well as learning new sight words.  The remaining three days are spent learning new sounds. 
We practise hearing the sound, saying it, writing it and then blending by reading CVC words with that focus sound in. What are CVC words I hear you cry!
CVC words are three letter words that follow a consonant/vowel/consonant pattern. CVC words are considered the simplest words for emerging readers to decode by blending the three sounds together
We have learnt the following sounds so far:
 s, a, t, p i, n, m, d, g, o, c, e, h, r, u,
